Six weeks later we will come back together to share what you have accomplished, the challenges and road blocks you’ve encountered and you will receive additional coaching on how to overcome these issues.
You will leave these sessions with tools and skills to help your homeopathy practice thrive, a plan to put those tools into use and support to help you get beyond business difficulties.  This seminar is for  beginning homeopaths and for homeopaths who have not been able to keep their businesses going.
Note:  we will not cover homeopathy, how to take and analyze a case, decide on a remedy, potency, etc.  If you have spent the time, money and effort to become a well-trained homeopath, you don’t need more homeopathy training.
