May 2010 – Case Repertorisation – Time allowed 30 minutes for each case.
Case 1
A thin and tall 22 year old lady has come to see you complaining of severe pain in her underarm which started 2 days ago.  On examination there is an egg-sized mass, that is warm, very painful, sensitive and is wavy.  Pain is so much that she holds her arm away from her body.  Fever is at 38.5 deg C.  She is shaking.
Before the swelling, she had stitching pain in the breast of the same side.  This pain still troubles her.

In the history of this patient there is migraine from age 18. The pain is heaviness at the vertex and throbbing in the temples.  Pain extends to eyes and ears and is better in the sun, at the time of menses, with great hunger and vomiting improves.
She also has right sciatic pain which is worse after heavy work or severe physical pressure become worse and is better by movement worse by sitting and standing.

Her period is regular and pain is mild. Thirst and appetite is normal.  Loves spicy or sour food, but if she eats too much of these foods will experience burning pain at the top of her stomach.
If stressed she will become sleepless or will dream of falling from a height.  She has a bitter taste in her mouth on waking.  Time to time will have cold sores on her lips.
She says her father died 4 years ago and that for a year she could not weep.  But now when she is sad she can weep.  She also has vertigo when she rides on a bus.

1- What remedy will you prescribe her and based on which rubrics?

After 2 weeks the mass under her arm has gone but her other symptoms have not changed.  What is your next move?  If you will prescribe a remedy give reasons and show the relevant rubrics.
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Case 2

Female 42 years old, 4 children, housewife.
She has had migraine for 16 years which started after brucellosis fever.  Pain is right vertex extending to her hand.  It can start and become worst by anger, before her period and noise.  Whist suffering from headache the patient cannot lie down.
She also suffers from allergic asthma and this can be started by some pollens.  She has pain in the lumber region which < sitting and > walking.
From 6 years ago she has been depressed and weeps for no reason, sleepiness alternating with sleeplessness, anxiety and a feeling that something will happen.

Has constipation and the first part of the stool is hard.

Frequent urination and also loss of bladder control when coughing.
Has mouth aphte and grinds her teeth. Her fingers have been numb before.

She also perspires greatly with least effort.

Q 1 – Repertorise the stages of this patient’s disease.

Q 2 – What is your view of the sensitivity of this patient?
Q 3 – State the dose and frequency of the remedy of your choice and give reasons.
